One-year labor and parts warranty applies to 
all glasswashers, self-contained refrigeration models, and BDS model 
bottle disintegration units. In established areas, a start up is included 
with GT-24 and GT-30 model glasswashers. Warranty is effective for 
one year from the date of installation or up to 18 months from date of 
factory shipment, whichever occurs sooner. Glastender, Inc. will replace 
any part or assembly found defective under normal use and service.
For warranty labor claims beyond 15 months from the date of factory 
shipment, proof of date of installation or occupancy must be provided. 
Authorization for labor must be obtained from Glastender within the 
warranty period and prior to the service being performed.
Labor warranty applies to the United States and Canada only.
Remote refrigeration models and beer line chillers include a one-year 
parts warranty only. There is no labor warranty on these products.
Field replacement parts not covered under the original warranty include 
a 90-day part warranty from the date of installation.
FOUR YEAR ADDITIONAL COMPRESSOR WARRANTY: 
Glastender will warrant to the original user the compressor for all self-
contained refrigeration models for an additional four years following the 
regular one-year warranty period. This plan applies to the compressor 
only. 
A completed warranty claim form MUST accompany all returned defec-
tive parts or assemblies. Upon request, a defective part or assembly must 
be returned to Glastender, Inc., Saginaw, Michigan, with all transporta-
tion and delivery charges prepaid.

Uncrating and Start-Up Instructions

All Mug Frosters and Plate Chiller models are shipped in one carton. These steps should be followed:

	 1. 	 If legs or casters are included, bolt them to the base with the bolts provided.
	 2. 	 Unwrap power cord from base.

Installation

Sealing Mug Froster and Plate Chiller Base to Floor

To comply with NSF & health codes. The Mug Froster base must be sealed to the floor using NSF listed sealant. 
Place a bead of sealant along outer edges of the base and remove excess with disposable towel.
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Operation

The Mug Froster/Plate Chiller is designed to chill mugs, glasses, plates, etc. that will appear “frosted” when removed. 

The Mug Froster/Plate Chiller should be filled with dry, room-temperature mugs, glasses, plates, etc. to allow maximum 
chilling. During business hours, the Mug Froster/Plate Chiller can be loaded with additional dry, room-temperature mugs, 
glasses, plates, etc. Allow 30 minutes for chilling.

Setting the desired temperature-
Press the Quick Access Menu Key 6 times until 
SP appears on the display. Press the Set key. Use 
the increase or decrease keys to modify the value. 
Press the Set key to confirm.
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Digital Controller Operation

The refrigerator is programmed to automatically defrost three 
times daily for approximately five minutes depending on ice 
accumulation. During defrost, the fan inside the cooler will turn 
off and the compressor will continue to run, cycling warm gas 
through the evaporator.  A small amount of mist may appear 
if the top is opened. The defrost process can be activated/
deactivated manually in the quick access menu through the 
dEFr or pressing the Increase key for 4 seconds. Activation 
or deactivation will be indicated by the messages dEFr On or 
dEFr OFF respectively. 

Fast Freeze Mode
During Fast Freeze Mode, the freezing process is accelerated. 
This operating mode can be activated/deactivated by pressing 
the Quick Access Menu key one time and then pressing the Set 
key. Fast Freeze Mode can only be initiated manually. Once 
initiated, the Fast Freeze Mode will continue for a max of six 
hours and then automatically revert to the normal set point. 
During Fast Freeze, the compressor On indication symbol will 
flash quickly. If when activating the Fast Freeze Mode the 
controller identifies there is a defrost scheduled to start by time 
in this period, the defrost will be performed immediately before 
entering the Fast Freeze Mode.

The thermostat controller has an “OFF” function. When 
enabled, the control functions and alarms are switched off CtrL OFF or on Ctrl On in the quick access menu through 
the CtrL option. When the control functions are off, the message OFF is displayed alternating with the temperature and 
other messages. Also is possible turn on/turn off the control functions by pressing the Quick Access key for 5 seconds.

The thermostat control probe wire may become disconnected when the compressor compartment cover and/or grill are 
removed.  This will result in thermostat Err 1, Err2, or Err 3 code. Service calls to reconnect the probe wiring are not 
covered by factory warranty.

6 Hour Manual Defrost
MF models are equipped with a 6 hour user initiated defrost mode. During the 6 hour defrost mode, the condensing 
unit remains off and the evaporator fan cycles continuously to remove any ice accumulation that may build up inside 
the cabinet. An end-of-the-day schedule should be established for the activation of this defrost cycle.

This defrost mode is initiated by pressing the round button to the right of the control.

The control will display ECO, then display ON, then will alternately display the cabinet temp and ECO indicating that 
the unit is in the 6 hour manual defrost mode.

The 6 hour mode can be terminated at any time by pressing the round button again. The control will display ECO, then 
OFF and will return to the normal operating mode.

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Cleaning Instructions

Cleaning is essential to sustaining the integrity of your equipment and preventing corrosion.

ESTIMATED CLEANING TIME: 5 to 10 minutes per unit daily, 30 minutes quarterly

FREQUENCY: Daily cleaning of exterior & door gaskets. Quarterly cleaning of interior, including shelves.

PROCEDURE:
1.	 A non-chlorine based cleaner or mild detergent and warm water applied with a soft cloth or sponge to all contact 

surfaces.
2.	 Immediately rinse off cleaning agent(s), using clean warm water, clean soft cloth or sponge.
3.	 Dry with a soft clean cloth, removing standing water as soon as possible.

NOTES:
1.	 Never use hydrochloric acid, wire brushes, steel wool, scrapers, or chlorine based cleaners on stainless steel surfaces, 

since they will break down the passivity layer and allow corrosion to occur.
2.	 On stainless steel surfaces, you may use a soft bristle brush or Scotch-Brite® pad for more stubborn stains. Always 

scrub with the direction of the grain. Follow with a thorough cleaning as described above.
3.	 Deposits from food preparation must be properly removed. Even hard water deposits will rust stainless steel, if not 

removed.
4.	 Repeated cleaning may dry up black-vinyl-clad steel (exterior) surfaces of the cooler.  Armor All® or similar product 

can bring back the shine. Apply the product to a cloth and then rub into the surface, rather than spraying it directly onto 
the black-vinyl-clad surface.

5.	 The cooler door gaskets are most often overlooked when cleaning. Failure to clean them regularly will lead to premature 
failure, since alcohol and moisture build-up breaks down the gasket material.

6.	 Mug frosters have a manual defrost timer switch on the front near the bottom, which will activate a 6-hour defrost cycle. 
Depressing the switch before you close for the evening will remove excess frost build-up on the interior liner. This 
procedure should be done as often as is necessary. It should also be done the night before the quarterly interior cleaning.
