OPERATION:

When the door is shul the cabinel operates as
a standard refrigerator for normal lemperature
slorage. The cabinel is designed wilh air ducls
onthe leflandright side of the interior. Each air
ducthas a series of strategically placed holes
or proper air low. When the door is opened, a
curlain o cold air blows across (he cabinel
opening from eft to right. This keeps hol air out
and cold air in, assuring sale slorage during
peak service time. This s accomplished by
means of three blower fans and molors that are
activated by the door swilch. This action lriples
the air velocity in the product zone,

It is recommended that the door be left open a
maximum time of 45 minutes.

The aclual time will depend on ambrent jem-
peralures, produc! temperalures, packaging
and other lactors. The cabinet is designed
primarily for low prolile product such as
salads, pudding, dessarls, milk, etc. Do not
place large pans or containers ingide that will
block or hamper the air flow and the overall
performance of the cabinet

It the door is lelt open lor a period ol longer
than one hour, the ambient lemperature will
fise, however the product temperature will 1ag
considerably. The difterential in ambient to
product lempearalure could be as much as 15
degrees F,

The Air Curtain cabinet has a 20 amp cord and
plug attached. The cabinet has a NEMA Plug
5~d P and requires a NEMA 5-20-R recep-
lacle

INTERIOR TEMPERATURE CONTROL.:
Your Air Curtain has been preset at the factory
and should not require any additional adjust-
ment. However, if adjustment is necessary,
locate the temperature control at the rear ac-
cess panel.There are two adjustment scraws
on the control. TURN THE LOWER SCREW
ONLY! Clockwise for colder interior tempera-
tures, counter-clockwise for a warmer tempera-
ture.

The upper (cut-in) screw has been preset for
defrosting the coil and should not be reset unless
by a qualified refrigeralor service company.

MOTE: Your Air Curtain is equipped with an
eleclric condensale vaporizer. Excess con-
densate water flows from the evaporalor
cooling coil, down a drain tube in the back of
the cabinel, 1o the vaporizer located in the
boltom '

When this cold water enters the vaporizer, a
thermoslat is activated and the water is boiled
oll. The resulling sleam is vented by an alu-
minum albow and vapor may be seen at the
bottom and/or front of the unil. This is part of



normal operating procedure for the conden-
sate disposal system.
Allthewalerinthevaporizershould be allowed
o boil off after the unit has finished operation
lor the day 1o avoid possible overflow,

PAN SLIDES:

There are 15 sets of removable pan slides
provided with the STS model. These are de-
signed to boftom support 18 X 26 inch pans
and are easily removable, no tools are requir-
ed. The slides are atlached by means ol key
hole slots to the air distribution ducts on 3%
inch centers for maximum air circulation. The
ducts may also be removed for cleaning by
turning the thumb screws counter clockwise.

MOVING THE CABINET:

Even though the cabinet weighs 320 pounds,
it is easy o maneuver when in use. This is
accomplished by the use of recessed side
hand grips, a push bar handle with rubber
bumpers and heavy duty non-mar casters.
Since the condensing unil is located in the
base of the cabinel, there is a low center of
gravity making it more stable when fransport-
ireg and the operator has easy access to all
pans al a comfortable working height.

CLEANING/MAINTENANCE:

A program of praventive maintenance must be
established to keep your Air Curtain Refriger-
ator lunctioning efficiently. Therelore, it is nec-
essary to keep the cabinel clean and properly
serviced, Door swings open a 270 degree
angle 1o allow full access into the internor
cabinet for cleaning.

Propar Detergent Use: As sanitalion codes
vary, il is important 1o follow the requiremeants
of local health authorities.

Use a detergent-sanitizer or a mild detergent
(neutral or mildly alkaline recommendead for
melal surfaces) followead by a sanilizing nnse
salution. Sanitizing chemicals are necessary
to kill or deactivate the micro-organisms on the
surlace areas in contact with slored food.
Choose these chemicals carefully. Some are
toxic and should only be used on non-feod
surfaces.

Quats (quaternary ammaonium) are usually the
bast sanitizing compounds, for they are rela-
tively non-corrosive and have batler detergent
and deodorizing properties than chlorine or
indine compounds. When using these pro-
ducts, it is important to follow label directions
exaclly to obtain the correct sanitizing action,

Recommanded Cleaning Procedures: Interior
cleaning recommended 1o maintain good
sanitary conditions and to eliminate odors.

Avoid excessive use of waler during cleaning
activities.

Interior Surface Cleaning:

When temperature of storage compant-
ment approximates room lemperature, re-
move all loose food particles.

3. Wilh a nylon bristle brush, scrub all interior
surfaces with a warm detergeni solution
(100-120 degree F.).

4, Rinse with clear warm waler using a non-
woven disposable cloth, Remove excess
rinse water with a cloth,

5. Wipe all interior surfaces with a sanitizing
solution and allow 1o air dry. Return pan
slides 1o unil.

Exterior Surface Cleaning:

Cleaning and sanitizing agents for stainless

sleel exterior should be used daily.

1. Dip non-woven disposable cloths in clean-
ing solution, wipe down metal surfaces and
allow lo air dry.

2. Spray surfaces with slainless sleel polish or
wipe down with lemon oil. Polishwitha clean
solt cloth.

3.Once a week a film culling agent may be
used for metal finishes 1o mainain surlace
shine.

Condenser Maintenance:

The condensing unit is located at the boltom

rear of the cabinet. Monthly cleaning is nec-

essary 1o keep the required amount of air pass-
ing through the condenser and maintain oper-
ating efficiency.

1. Disconnec! the electrical service cord Irom
lhe receplacles.

2 Use a vacuum cleaner wilh proper brush
attachmenis, a still brush ora whisk broom 1o
clean the compressor molor and relaled
parts. In exireme cases of dust and grease
buildup, the condenser fing may require
blowing oul with compressed air or freon,
